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The IXW-MA and IXW-MAA adaptors have 10 relay outputs that can be triggered by an event on an IX Series station. This guide will
walk through programming a system to include either adaptor, as well as programming the outputs.

Because the IXW-MA and IXW-MAA function the same way, and IX Support Tool considers them both an IXW-MA for programming
purposes, this guide will only refer to the IXW-MA.

If the system has already been configured without the IXW-MA, skip to Page 5.
